SWIMMING FOR YEARS 3 – 5: Please see Miss Horne’s letter sent out on Monday 15TH April for detailed information however, the information below from the last Newsletter sent home on Friday 29th March has been reprinted for your convenience here:

Swimming lessons begin on Wednesday 24th April for all children in Years 3 to 5; the lessons shall be for 5 weeks in total.
